2. How does Antigone truly feel about her sister?
3. Should the audience feel sympathy for Creon?  Does he deserve his fate?
4. What role does the chorus serve throughout the play?
5. What lessons can we learn from the stubbornness of both Creon and Antigone?
6. What message about government and power are conveyed by the plays end?
7. How should the audience feel about Ismene’s loyalty (or lack thereof)?
8. What does Haemon’s appeal to Creon on Antigone’s behalf reveal about his character?
9. Why does Ismene attempt to share responsibility for Ismene’s actions?
10. What are the underlying feelings of the chorus to Creon throughout the play?
11. What motivates Eurydice’s suicide?
12. Does Creon change throughout the play?  If so, how so and what factors lead to this?
13.   Why does Creon show no hesitation in sentencing Antigone?
14. The German philosopher Hegel stated that the Antigone represents the tragic collision of right against right, with both sides equally justified. Do you agree with this interpretation? Why or why not? Describe the moral positions of Antigone and Creon and point to the scenes and dialogues which reveal them. Does Sophocles take a stand in favor of either side? How? What vision of life, morality, and the gods' relationship with men emerges from this play?
15. Describe the character and motivation of Antigone, Ismene, Creon, and Haemon. How are their characters revealed? What is disclosed through their interactions and confrontations (Antigone vs. Ismene, Antigone vs. Creon, Creon vs. Haemon)?
