Digital Story Telling Apps:

· Sock Puppets-FREE
· after students have written their stories, they go to this app to publish them.
· They can have as many as 4 characters in one creation.
· They can add different scenes and back drops.
· They record their voices (read their stories) and the sock puppets morph their voices into funny sounding characters.
· Once show is complete, it can be shared via Facebook and YouTube
· Puppet Pals HD-FREE
· Much like Sock Puppets, but has a different look to it and voices aren’t scrubbed.
· Good for student group projects with multiple voices for characters
· Can be exported to camera roll and then sent to YouTube, iMovie, or posted on class website.
· iMovie:  $4.99 (but when bought in school package of more than 10 licenses cost is 50% off)
· Students can very easily create a trailer for their story, it comes with lots of templates for this.
· Students can include text slides, videos, and images that have been saved on camera roll on the iPad into the movie project.
· New Projects that have a lot more freedom than the pre-fabricated trailer templates are available where students can incorporate their own writing, voices, and music.
· More complex of an tool, so would probably be better for 4th and 5th grade users.
· Also a great teaching tool for developing and presenting content.
· Screencasting apps such as Screen Chomp, ShowMe, and Educreations, ALL FREE are great for students to tell and write their own stories.  They can draw live as the story is recording or they can import images they’ve already drawn with text as the record their screen.  These can be shared on YouTube and embedded into class websites.
Web 2.0 Tools:

· YouBlisher.com-This website is great for the beginner learning how to work with word processing programs.  Students can type or draw their stories, take pictures of them, import them into a word document and organize the word document like the story should be.  Save it as a PDF and upload it into YouBlisher and it will create a digital book.  The pages turn and make a fun sound as they turn.  These can be easily linked to any website or QR code for publication.
· Animoto:  (www.animoto.com)
· This website allows you to quickly create very short video, image, text movie clips that can be shared via a link to posting.  There are already templates available, it’s a simple drag and drop to make it happen.
· Voki:(www.voki.com) creates a digital speaking avatar that can easily be embedded in your website.  Students create the avatar character and then speak or write what it says to make it come to life.
· Popplet (www.popplet.com) allows you to create mind maps that can include images, video links, texts, and can be shared with other group members for editing with group projects.  This is also a free app on the iPad.  Great for the first stages of writing and even good for presenting the finished project.
· PowToons:  This is an awesome site for both teachers and students!  
· Students have the ability to write their stories in a power point like presentation style but can add in animated stick figures as their characters.  
· Pictures can be imported
· Video is shared via YouTube or viewed from your PowToons account
· Must have Flash to run so you cannot create these on the iPad but can view them from the iPad.
