
Inhumanity Research Project
English II

Your group will be researching a certain topic surrounding the Holocaust or genocide as part of our work with reading the book Night. You will be selecting your own topic.  Your group will become the experts on the topic you choose.  After researching your topic you will create a digital presentation which should illustrate your findings.  All of these projects will be published on the web and QR codes will be created and posted around the school to share your work.  You will present this information to the class in a formal presentation.  

These are the guidelines:  
· You must have a research question!  The question will be the center for all your research and what you try to find the answer to throughout your research.  Your question CANNOT have a yes or no answer.  This question must be present in your digital production.
· Your group must use at least 4 sources in your research. You will need one internet source, one book source, one newspaper or magazine source (can be located online), and the last source will be your choice. Each source MUST be cited using the MLA citation format in a Works Cited page.
· Your group will need to gather reliable information about your topic and present that information to the class. Your information will need to be organized. You will need to convey the information from your sources accurately.  
· The oral presentation must be at least 3 minutes long. It will include the following:
A) An explanation of your topic.
B) A reason why you chose this particular topic. 
C) What you found was most interesting or valuable in the research.
D) How the topic and research relate to the theme of the unit: “Inhumanity”
E) The facts accurately presented and cited in the final production.
F) A viewing of the digital presentation.  (If all of this is included in the digital presentation, that is all we will need to watch.  Your presentation should be a minimum of 3 minutes in length).
· Each group member MUST participate in the research and presentation process. Every group member will present. In the event that someone is absent, we will continue with the presentations, so make backups!
Technology help:

If you need help in the creation of the product, look under “home” on my website and go down to tab that says “Writing Project/Professional Work”.  There is a link under “KYSTE 2014” that has tons of ideas for a production and tons of how to videos on your production.

Need to have :
Your group must use at least 4 sources in your research. You will need one internet source, one book source, one newspaper or magazine source (can be located online), and the last source will be your choice. Each source MUST be cited using the MLA citation format in a Works Cited page.  
Your group will need at least four index cards (these can be digital, meaning you can store these in Google docs on iPad) to organize the information. On each index card you will need at least three facts found from each source you use. On the upper left hand corner of the card you will need to write the source used for that set of facts.  You will turn these in with a typed version of the Works Cited page.

Make sure you get the following information:
Author (s) name (s)

Copyright date

Publisher’s name

Editor’s name

Full title of book

Pages where information was found in the text

Take notes and quotes from the text as you look through them
