
Poetry Set Rubric Mix Up!

Okay, since we spent the first semester of poetry sets getting in tune with our emotions and getting used to the type of poetry we are reading, it’s time to switch up the game!  

New Rules for Poetry sets:

· Weekly Assignments:
· Week 1: This will be the same as you have done before: Reader Response Theory (meaning that you read the poem and write your initial gut reaction to the poem).
· Week 2:  Analyze the poem for at least one of the following:
· Structure (meaning form, rhyme scheme, punctuation, grammar, line lengths, etc)
· Poetic/Literary Devices:  refer to the Devices ToolBox list to look for some of these devices in the poem.
· ***Remember that you should ask yourself now, how do these devices/structural elements contribute to the MEANING of the text.  I do not want response like (the poem is saying, I think it means, etc) I want you to analyze how these elements help do develop that meaning or purpose of the poem.
· WEEKLY RESPONSES ARE WORTH 20 POINTS.
· Week 3:  You only need to write the one page response this week.  You DO NOT need to do a weekly response for each poem during this week.  You will focus on your one page analysis (remember “one page” is an estimate, it may be longer).
· Rubric for One Page Analysis Response:
· Structure of the essay:      15 POINTS
· Minimum of 5 paragraphs
· Fully developed intro and conclusion
· Thesis statement
· Body paragraphs have IDENTIFY the topic, provide EXAMPLE, and then LINK your analysis back to your thesis statement.  
· Must use a formal tone and diction should be appropriate for an academic essay.
· Analysis:  15 POINTS
· You must actually analyze the poem.  Your cognitive thought process may be part of the essay, but you should focus on analyzing how the devices/structure of the poem help to develop the meaning of the poem. 
· Must properly use direct quotes from the poem that further your point (your thesis).  
· TOTAL POINTS FOR NEW POETRY SETS IS 50 POINTS!!!
