Poetry Set Project Assignment: 50 points

Directions:

· Choose ONE of the poems we’ve read in poetry sets this year and create a photo essay of YOUR INTERPRETATION of the poem.  You should pick a poem that meant something to you, that made you feel something when you read it.  Then, you create a photo essay with the poem, photos, and music to accompany the presentation.  The audience should be able to understand why you chose the poem you chose based on your photo essay.  This should be PERSONAL, as poetry is personal.

· You will be split into 6 groups 
· Each group will lead a class discussion on their assigned chapters.
· Group members will create multiple questions (based on the given rubric) for their discussions
