
Requirements for Lord of the Flies Discussion Tests

Group Discussion Leaders (when your group leads discussion)

· Write 7 interpretive questions (between the lines)
· Write 3 evaluative questions (beyond the lines)
· Questions must be submitted to Mrs. Cintra the day BEFORE you present
· Discussion should run smoothly and organically (meaning that you don’t have to go in order that your questions are presented, let the discussion happen, but you MUST STAY ON TOPIC AND NOT LOSE FOCUS)
· Every group member should ACTIVELY participate in the leading of the discussion
· Discussion leaders must provide quality questions 
· Must choose appropriate times to transition to new questions
· Cue classmates on when to provide additional information in their answers when necessary
· Must control the environment: you are the teachers that day.
Discussion Participants (when you are answering questions)

· You must respond a total of four times: twice during the first 3 days of discussion, and twice during the last three days of discussion.
· When answering interpretative questions:
· You must make a specific reference to the text that includes a direct quote
· You must provide a claim/make your point
· When answering evaluative questions:
· You may provide evidence from the text, but you will also need evidence from your experience or evidence from something you have read, watched, or listened to
· Analyze by explaining how your evidence proves your point, or how your evidence is connected to the evaluative question.
· Must remain on task and focused in the discussion (points will be deducted if you are not paying attention for whatever reasons)
· Keep in mind that how you answer reflects directly on the grade of the discussion leaders and that they will have a turn as well, so help them out so that they can help you out when you need it.
Writing Questions:

Topics you may include while writing interpretative and evaluative questions:

· Purpose
· Characterization
· Tone
· Mood
· Themes
· Literary devices such as symbolism, juxtaposition, allusion, metaphor, simile, personification, theme, connotation/denotation, diction, polysyndeton/asyndeton, sentence structure, etc
· Breaking the rules of writing for good reasons
Things to consider when writing questions:

· Does the question have more than one correct answer?
· Is the question rooted in the skills above?
· Is the question relevant to the assigned section of Lord of the Flies?
· Does this question require a claim, evidence, and analysis to be completely answered?
