
Speech Assignment Unit II

English II

In this unit, you must write a speech and your topic will be over education.  You will write your speeches and then present them in multiple ways.  Some of you will present in front of the entire class, some in groups, and some of you record your speech to the iPad (some of these will be shown to the class).  Here are the requirements:

· Speech must be no longer than 2 minutes.
· You must not read your speech, but must actually present it.
· You must present an argument that includes appeals to logic, emotion, and builds yourself as a credible source.
· Your speech must be well organized and must have completely gone through all stages of the writing process before being given.  
· KEEP ALL OF THE DRAFTS YOU WRITE DURING THIS PROCESS!!!
To begin:  

Day 1:  Brain Flow

· With a partner (just one other person), take turns filming each other with the iPads or on your phones, answering the following questions:
· What do you want to do when you grow up?
· What do you think the perfect set of classes would be to prepare your for the real world?
· What would the title of your classes be?
· If you were the teacher of one of these classes, how would you spend your class time?
· What would be different about these classes compared to the ones you have now?
Once you have these completed:  Tweet them to me.  Log on to Twitter on the iPad or on the phone (if it’s easier to tweet the video from your phone then do it on there).  Tweet it @cintrizzle.  If you don’t have a twitter account, either make one or have someone else tweet it for your from their account.

Your videos should be no longer than 1 minute and 30 seconds!  Talk quickly!!!

Once you have tweeted this with your partner, start writing!  I want you to write down the answers to the questions above and then start writing!  I don’t care about the form right now, just start getting it out.  Imagine that you are speaking to the commissioner of education (dude in charge of what happens in our schools) and he’s listening to you.  What would you tell him about your experience in school? What would you tell hime you’d want to change?  What do you want to get out of  your education that maybe you aren’t getting now?  Just start writing on this, like it’s a writing into the day, but do it on the back of this paper!  READY, SET, GO!!!!!  (Due at the end of class!)
